ADMISSIONS AND 
ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Undergraduate applications can be submitted via UCAS or directly 
via the application forms on our course pages. Postgraduate and 
short course applications are submitted directly to Escape Studios.

HOW TO APPLY AS AN INTERNATIONAL STUDENT

There isn’t a formal application deadline for most of our undergraduate or 
postgraduate courses, but you may need to apply by a certain date to be 
eligible for one of our scholarships. 

International students who require a visa to study in the UK should ensure they 
have sufficient time to apply and obtain a student visa ahead of the course start 
date. Typically, we recommend allowing at least two months for this process.

APPLICATION DEADLINES

All our courses are taught in English. If your first language is not English, you may need 
to complete an English language test to demonstrate you have the language skills 
needed to complete your degree. Short courses are exempt from English language tests 
but we recommend a B2 level. 

Undergraduate and postgraduate international students will be required to hold a 
Secure English Language Test (SELT) at B2 to be able to apply for a visa to study at 
Escape Studios on a student visa.

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VISA AND 
IMMIGRATION
Escape Studios proudly admits international students for both undergraduate and 
postgraduate programmes. With a student visa, you can live and study in the UK for 
the entire duration of your course. For short courses lasting less than six months, a 
student visa is not required; instead, you may need to apply for a visitor visa. 

UNDERSTANDING THE UK STUDENT VISA SYSTEM

You can apply for a student visa to study in the UK if you’re 18 or over and you: 
have been offered a place on a course by a licensed student sponsor like 
Escape Studios
have enough money to support yourself and pay for your course - the 
amount will vary depending on your circumstances
can speak, read, write and understand English.

VISA REQUIREMENTS AND ELIGIBILITY

If you come to the UK on a student visa sponsored by Escape Studios you must adhere to 
the following:

all students must have a UKVI approved Secure English Language Test (SELT) at B2
students are not permitted to undertake any employment during their studies (this 
includes paid and unpaid work, as well as internships or volunteering).

Currently, Escape Studios graduates are not eligible to apply for post-study work 
visas (“Graduate Visa”). We aim that from Spring 2028, those graduating from our 
undergraduate courses will be able to apply for a Graduate Visa according to that scheme’s 
eligibility rules in place at the time. This would enable eligible international students to stay 
in the UK for at least 2 years after successfully completing a degree level course or above. If 
you start an undergraduate degree with us in September 2025, by the time you graduate in 
2028 we hope (but cannot guarantee) you will be able to access Graduate Visas. 
 
It is necessary for international students applying for a Graduate Visa to have been 
sponsored by a ‘Higher Education Provider with a Track Record of Compliance’ with the 
UK Visas and Immigration Service (UKVI). As a relatively new sponsor, we are currently 
working towards gaining this status. This is a requirement for all new sponsoring higher 
education providers in the UK. Our last Basic Compliance Assessment demonstrated 100% 
compliance with those requirements and we are therefore hopeful that we will be granted 
this status in 2028.

ACCOMMODATION 
OPTIONS
North Greenwich has a vibrant student community and there are many accommodation 
providers a short journey away. 

Accommodation is not part of the tuition fee and will need to be applied for and funded 
separately. Unless otherwise stated by your accommodation provider, catering will not be 
included, and you will need to factor in food to your budget.

COST OF LIVING

An Early Payment Discount of 5% can be applied if you choose to pay your annual 
tuition fees in full before enrolment. The discount will be calculated after the 
deduction of any scholarships or other discounts. 

EARLY PAYMENT DISCOUNT

Escape Studios provides merit-based international scholarships for both 
undergraduate and postgraduate applicants. These scholarships are awarded 
based on the strength of your portfolio and application, with winning portfolios 
selected by our expert tutors.

Postgraduate Scholarship: £3,000 

These amounts are deducted from the tuition fees for the first year of study. 
Scholarships are available to international students with Overseas fee status, 
enrolled in full-time degree programmes at Escape Studios.
