- If power supply fan is not turning, there may be a 12 volt short somewhere else in cabinet that is not allowing
the power supply to turn on.
Unplug all harnesses that are plugged into power supply so that is all by itself and turn on.
If it still has no 12 volts, then the power supply is faulty, replace power supply. (AAPS1008-FT)
If there is 12 volts, then connect one harness at a time until power supply goes off.
Then troubleshoot that harness and find short.

If it appears a circuit board is causing the problem, then leave the power in plugged into the board, but unplug all
the outputs on that board. Turn game on, and if power supply comes on ok, then one of the output connectors are the
fault. Plug the output connectors from that board in one at a time until problem is found.
