Technical Infrastructure & Equipment Information

On the speaker area of room Hub 2

e Fish bowl set-up with a maximum of five seats on the central stage, including one hot seat.

e Speakers are wired with microphones. Handheld microphones will be provided as a backup for questions from
the audience.

¢ Inthe Global Health Lab format it is not recommended to show slides and videos etc. but for any necessary
exceptions two TV screens are placed in the room. Video messages in other languages than English
require English subtitles.

e Additional presentation software can be added to the presentation of a speaker, but will have to be checked
beforehand to see if it can be implemented. Please inform our speaker department at least two weeks prior
to your session, if you plan to use additional software such as Mentimeter, Slido etc. in your presentation.

In the audience area of room Hub 2:

e Seating for up to 50 participants. The seats will be distributed on a first come first serve basis and reservations
are only possible for the first row. There is no guarantee of attending every session due to capacity limitations.
e The production crew sits at the right side of the room. This area is not accessible for participants.
e The conference language of the World Health Summit is English. Interpretation equipment will not be
provided for participants.
