6:30pm: Meet in hotel lounge for a welcome introduction
before dinner.

Day 2 - Harbour & Common

9:30am: After breakfast meet at reception. Walk through Herm
Harbour Village past The Herm Shop and Mermaid Tavern along '}
the path bordering Fisherman’s Bay with views to Guernsey,
Hermetier and Herm’s oyster beds. Continue to Herm
Common and onwards to Oyster Point and the Pierre aux Rats
obelisk for your first painting session.

12:30pm: Packed lunch delivered.

3pm: Return to hotel for free time.

From 7pm: Dinner served (optional pre-dinner sunset painting)

Day 3 - Puffin Bay Cliffs

9:30am: Meet and climb Rosaire steps, tracing the cliff path
above Puffin Bay with sweeping views towards Jethou, Sark,
Brecghou, Jersey and the French coast with opportunities to
see the southernmost puffin colony in Europe nesting here.
12:30pm: Packed lunch delivered.

3pm: Return to hotel for free time.

From 7pm: Dinner served (optional pre-dinner sunset painting)

Day 4 - Moulin Huet, Guernsey

6am: An early breakfast before taking the 7:50am Herm Travel
Trident ferry to Guernsey where you will spend the day painting
at Moulin Huet Bay, where Renoir famously created works
including La Baie du Moulin Huet (1883), Children on the Beach
at Guernsey, and Rocks at Guernsey.

Packed lunch provided.

5:15pm: Return ferry to Herm.

From 7pm: Dinner served (optional pre-dinner sunset painting)




Day 5 - Free Painting Day

A relaxed day to continue painting, revisit a favourite
location, or explore Herm at your own pace. Richard will be
available for assistance.

Lunch in The Conservatory Restaurant or a packed lunch.
From 7pm: Dinner served with the option to capture the
evening colours.

Day 6 — Harbour Hill, St Tugual’s & Manor Village

9:30am: Meet and walk up Harbour Hill, passing the Zen
Garden in Valley Panto, created during Herm’s covid
lockdown to provide a tranquil, quiet space. Carry on to the
viewing platform with views across to Guernsey or
continue to the beautiful 11™ Century St Tugual’s Chapel
and Manor Village - peaceful, characterful locations ideal
for both landscape and architectural work.

12:30pm: Packed lunch delivered.

3pm: Return to hotel for free time.

From 7pm: Dinner served with sunset painting possible.

Day 7 - Belvoir Bay

9:30am: Meet and walk up Harbour Hill, via St Tugual’s
Chapel and down through a wooded valley towards Belvoir
Bay. Paint from the viewpoint or beach, with vistas towards
Sark, Brecghou and, on clear days, the French coast.
12:30pm: Packed lunch delivered.

Return via Shell Beach around 3pm.

From 7pm: Dinner served with a final opportunity for
sunset studies.
